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I view art as the intersection between the external and internal worlds. It is where
material and immaterial, perceptual and conceptual, rational and irrational co-exist
and meaningfully shape the work and me. Nonobjective direct painting and drawing
provide the means for exploration. Others have done so before. It is my hope the
search will move the conversation forward.
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
