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Susan Mastrangelo's affect­
ing figurative works are shown 
off to advantage in a small sep­
arate space at the rear of the 
gallery. The faces she portrays 
both on paper and in a sculp­
tural installation are expressive 
of a whole vocabulary of_ feel­
ing. Her t�o wood block prints 
betray an impressive graphic 
ability and a command of the 
wood block_ medium, her wall 
installation with it's many 
minute animated ·sculpted 
heads speaks of the vulnerabil­
ity of the individual in modem 
society. 
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
