“Museum in Miniature” shows students the “back rooms” of the museum
and then takes them through the construction of their own diorama complete with reproductions of
existing pieces and their own additions. “Teen Printmaking” is an introductory printmaking class using an
etching press and water-based inks to create drypoints, monotypes, linocuts and woodcuts.
