Predci amerického umélce Noaha Breuera vlastnili textilni tovarnu ve Dvore Kralové nad Labem. Na
polatku 2. svétové vélky jim byla zabavena, vétsina C&lend této Zidovské rodiny zahynula
v koncentracnich taborech. Noah Breuer v roce 2016 vypatral v ¢eském archivu vzorniky latek rodinné
textilky, a vytvofFil kolekci uméleckych dél z textilu, papiru a skla, kde propojil soucasny design a
historické vzorniky. Neziskova organizace Moravska krasa prezentuje vystavu Navrat/Return od 28.
zafi do 16. brfezna v Havli¢kové vile v Brfeclavi.

Rodinna saga

Prib&h rodiny Breuerl by vydal na filmovou sagu, kde se proplétaji osobni i pracovni Uspé&chy, ale také
dramatické osudy. Spolec¢nost ,Carl Breuer a synové" byla zalozena v roce 1897, od roku 1907
provozovala textilni tovarnu ve Dvore Kralové. Tovarna tiskla dekorativni motivy na latky. Pfed druhou
svétovou valkou tovarna vyrabéla 660 tisic metrd latek ro¢né. V roce 1939 prosperujici podnik, ktery
vedli synové Carla Breuera, zkonfiskoval nacisticky spravce. Brzy poté se v tovarné zacaly vyrabét Zluté
Davidovy hvézdy, které museli Zidé nosit nasité na obleceni. Témér vsichni ¢lenové rodiny Breuerd
zahynuli v koncentraénich taborech, ale péti pfedkim Noaha Breuera se podafilo uprchnout do Ameriky.

Navrat k predkim

Pro Noaha Breuera je vystava Navrat/Return v Bfeclavi obzvlaété ddlezita, protoze se jedna o prvni
prezentaci jeho dél v Evropé. ,V Cesku jsem byl nékolikrat od roku 1990, ale aZ v roce 2016 se mi
podafilo vypatrat archiv nasi rodinné firmy v Muzeu textilu v Ceské Skalici. Nejzajimavéjsimi predméty
pro mé byly tisténé vzorniky. Zaujaly mé zejména hravé motivy aplikované na détském textilu,
zobrazujici cirkusové akrobaty, letadla a automobily. Nechtél jsem je jen pretisknout. Misto toho jsem
vytvofil zcela nova originalni umélecka dila. Cely tento proces byl pro mé jako pomyslny navrat
k odkazu nasi rodinné firmy," fikd Noah Breuer, ktery vede ateliér tisku na univerzité v americkém
Buffalu.

Predavani tradice

Vystavu v Cesku prezentuje neziskovd organizace Moravskd krasa. ,Dlouhodob& se vénujeme
propagaci moravské lidové kultury v Cesku i v zahrani¢i, ale zajimd nds také tradice predavani
remesinych a uméleckych dovednosti v rodinach. Pravé proto mé velmi zaujal projekt Noaha Breuera,
ktery prezentuje nejen originalni umélecka dila, ale také silny pfibéh z nasi ceskoslovenské historie,"
fikd Monika Vintrlikova, zakladatelka Moravské krasy. Vystava Navrat/Return zacne 28. zafi
v Havlickové vile v Breclavi. Vernisaz vystavy bude 4. fijna v 15 hod. za pfitomnosti autora. Vystava
bude oteviena do 16. bifezna 2025.

American artist responds to the design legacy left
by family textile mill in pre-war Czechoslovakia
4 September 2024

American artist Noah Breuer's ancestors owned a textile factory in Dvir Kralové. It was confiscated
from them during World War II, and most members of his Jewish family perished in concentration
camps. In 2016, Noah Breuer tracked down fabric swatches from the family textile factory in the
Czech archives, and created a series of imaginative artworks in textiles, paper and glass, combining
contemporary design and historical motifs. The non-profit organization Moravian Beauty presents the
exhibition Navrat/Return from September 28, 2024 to March 16, 2025 at Havli¢ek's Villa in Breclav.

A family saga

The story of the Breuer family intertwines professional success and personal tragedy in a manner fit
for a cinematic saga. The “Carl Breuer and Sons” company was founded in 1897 and operated a
textile factory in Dvlr Kralové from 1907. The factory printed decorative motifs on fabrics. Before
World War 11, the factory produced 660,000 metres of fabric per year. In 1939 the company was
confiscated by the Nazi administrator. Soon after, Nazi materials were produced there, including the
infamous yellow Stars of David which Jews were compelled to wear. Nearly all members of the Breuer
family perished in the concentration camps, but five of Noah Breuer's ancestors managed to escape.

A Return to Europe

For Noah Breuer, who is a professor and the Head of Print Media at the University at Buffalo, this
exhibition in Breclav is particularly important because it is the first presentation of these artworks in
Europe. Noah remarks, "I have visited the Czech Republic several times,_since 1990, but it was not
until 2016 when I first encountered the Breuer company archive in Ceska Skalice. For me, the most
interesting items were the printed sample swatches. I was particularly interested in the playful motifs
applied to children's textiles, depicting circus acrobats, airplanes and motorcars. I didn't want to
simply reprint or reproduce them as comercial, domestic textiles. Instead, I wanted to reimagine
them as wholly new, original artworks. I see this entire project as an act of reclamation.”

Passing on tradition

The exhibition is presented in the Czech Republic by the non-profit organisation Moravian Beauty.
"We have long been dedicated to promoting Moravian folk culture in the Czech Republic and abroad,
but we are also interested in the transmitting of on craft and artistic skills within families. That is why
I was very interested in Noah Breuer's project, which presents not only original works of art, but also
a strong story from our Czechoslovak history," says Monika Vintrlikova, director of Moravian Beauty.
The Return exhibition will start on 29 September at Havli¢ek's Villa in Breclav. The exhibition will
open on 4 October at 3 pm in the presence of the author. The exhibition will remain on view until 16
March 2025.
